Submission Guidelines & Platform
All papers must be original and not simultaneously submitted to another journal or conference.
The following submission requirements apply:
* Each paper must consist of a minimum of 8 pages, recommended between 8 and 20 pages;
* For the review process, papers must be submitted in PDF format (A4 size, one column);
* After acceptance and presentation at the conference, authors will be requested to provide the
LaTeX source files (for [IICCC publication preparation);
* Papers must describe original, previously unpublished, and completed research, not currently under
review elsewhere, addressing cutting-edge developments in areas related to computer science,
communications, networking, and control systems;
*Each author may submit a maximum of two papers;
*Manuscripts not following these submission instructions may be returned to authors without review.

All subsequent versions of the same paper (draft, camera-ready, and post-presentation revised version) must
be uploaded under the same paper ID, in the Discussion section of the IJICCC platform.
